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INTRODUCTION

Relevance of the topic and degree of elaboration. During
the period of independence, there were very favorable conditions for
the development of Azerbaijani linguistics. Language policy has
become one of the most important priorities in the politics of the
state of Azerbaijan, and many laws of historical importance have
been prepared, and decrees and orders have been issued in the field
of language. All this played the role of a foundation for the all-round
development of linguistics in our republic. During the Soviet era,
there were no conditions for independent research, and science was
mainly subordinated to the Soviet ideology.

During the period of independence, fundamental scientific
researches were carried out in Azerbaijan on the newest directions of
world linguistics. These studies should be evaluated and analyzed
from the context of modern world theoretical linguistics because at
what levels the new theories created in the world linguistics are
applied in modern Azerbaijani linguistics is one of the important
issues. Studying the application of the newest fields and concepts of
world linguistics in Azerbaijani linguistics helps to determine the
level of modernity of linguistic research, to determine theoretical
problems and their solutions.

It is known that theoretical linguistics, which is a field of
linguistics, constitutes the main scientific methodology and
scientific-theoretical base of linguistic research. Theoretical
linguistics determines the general directions of scientific-
methodological concepts for other areas of linguistics. Currently,
fundamental researches are being conducted in the fields of
neurolinguistics, psycholinguistics, cognitive linguistics,
sociolinguistics, text linguistics, computer linguistics, and
mathematical linguistics, which are considered the newest fields of
linguistics in Azerbaijan The evaluation of these studies is relevant
for determining the development prospects of our linguistics..

The relevance of the dissertation is that in the period of
independence, there is a need to determine the theoretical and
methodological foundations of theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan,
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to comprehensively define and classify the main directions of
theoretical linguistics, to give a scientific and critical interpretation
of the research conducted in this direction, and to clarify the general
principles of theoretical linguistics research.

F. de Saussure, V. von Humboldt, B. de Courtenay, R.
Jacobson, S. Bally, N.S. Trubetskoy, N. Chomsky, Y. Kurilovich, E.
Benveniste, V. G. Admoni, J. Lyons, V. Matezius in world
linguistics and others have proposed new theoretical concepts. J.
Vandriyes, V. A. Bogoroditsky, A. A. Reformatsky, V. A.
Zvegintsev, S. A. Burlak, O. B. Lukin, V. I. Kodukhov, Y. S.
Maslov, A. Makayev, A. Meye and V. M. Alpalov have works on
general linguistics and the history of theoretical linguistics.

So far, generalized works on theoretical linguistics have been
written in Azerbaijan by B. Chobanzade, N. Mammadov, A.
Akhundov, A. Rajabli, A. Gurbanov, A. Babayev, M. Adilov, N.
Jafarov, F. Veysalli and M. Yusifov. However, in those works, a
comprehensive evaluation of the newest and priority directions of
theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan was not carried out.

The object and subject of the research. The object of the
research work is the research conducted in the field of theoretical
linguistics in Azerbaijan during the period of independence, and the
subject is the linguistic analysis, scientific-critical analysis of those
researches.

Research goals and objectives. The purpose of the study is
to determine the theoretical and methodological basis of modern
Azerbaijani linguistics, to give a linguistic interpretation of the
researches related to theoretical linguistics conducted in the period of
independence in Azerbaijan, to create a general development picture
of Azerbaijani linguistics, and to reveal the main aspects of the
integration of modern Azerbaijani linguistics with the latest
processes taking place in world linguistics.

Tasks of research:

1. Excursion to the history of Azerbaijani linguistics;

2. To determine the history and development periods of
theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan;

3. Determining the main directions and problems of theoretical
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linguistics in Azerbaijan during the period of independence;

5. To classify the research conducted in the direction of
theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan during the period of
independence;

6. Scientifically and critically to evaluate the research
conducted in the direction of theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan
during the period of independence;

Research methods. Descriptive and analytical analysis
methods were used in the research.

Main clauses defended:

1. Until Azerbaijan gained independence, various directions
of theoretical linguistics problems were studied;

2. During the period of independence, theoretical linguistic
studies in Azerbaijan are based on the general methodological
foundations and theoretical base of world theoretical linguistics;

3. In the modern Azerbaijani linguistics integrating into
world linguistics, researches were conducted in Nostratic linguistics,
cognitive  linguistics, =~ comparative-historical, = comparative-
typological, mathematical linguistics, text linguistics, computer
linguistics, neurolinguistics, psycholinguistics and sociolinguistic;

4. In the period of independence, the most priority topics and
problems of world theoretical linguistics were studied in Azerbaijan.

Scientific innovation of the research. In the dissertation, for
the first time, the new, leading directions of theoretical linguistics in
the period of independence in Azerbaijan were determined, the
existing problems of theoretical linguistics were clarified, the
methodological concepts, scientific-methodological foundations of
theoretical linguistics in the period of independence were
determined, and the classification of the newest linguistic fields was
carried out. At the same time, in the dissertation, the development
prospects of the newest fields of theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan
during the period of independence were defined. In the dissertation,
the researches conducted in the field of theoretical linguistics in
Azerbaijan during the period of independence were systematized,
summarized, and concrete scientific results were obtained. In the
study, the history of theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan until the
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period of independence was excursed, and detailed information was
given about the theoretical basis of modern Azerbaijani linguistics. In
the dissertation, the processes that took place in our linguistics during
the period of independence and the integration of those processes
with world linguistics were considered, and a comprehensive
assessment was made.

Theoretical and practical significance of research. Since
the period of independence was an important turning point in the life
of the Azerbaijani people, the analytical evaluation of our science,
including the science of linguistics, is of great importance in that
period. The results obtained in the dissertation can be important
clauses for the analysis of theoretical ideas in Azerbaijani linguistics.
The provisions and scientific results obtained in the research can be
applied in the works, textbooks and monographs to be written about
general and theoretical linguistics in the future.

Approval and application. Scientific articles and theses
reflecting the main provisions and results of the dissertation have
been published in journals registered with the HAC within the
republic and in scientific publications abroad.

research work are given.

Chapter | of the dissertation is entitled ""Theoretical basis
and methodological foundations of Azerbaijani linguistics during
the period of independence’. The first sub-chapter of the first
chapter deals with the "History of Theoretical Linguistics".Starting
from the 17th century, theoretical linguistic views were formed in
Western Europe. In the 17th and 18th centuries, the Por-Royal school
of linguistics was established in Europe, specifically in France. The
theories of universal grammar were formed in Por-Royal linguistics
school. The scientific-theoretical concepts created in Indo-European
linguistic schools in the 19th century formed the main methodology
of modern world linguistics. In general, the main development of
theoretical linguistics is mostly related to the 19th and 20th centuries.
In the world, schools of theoretical linguistics and fundamental
concepts related to theoretical linguistics arose mainly in Western
European, Russian and American linguistics. Thus, both in the 19th
and 20th centuries, Ferdinand de Saussure, Wilhelm Humboldt,
Franz Bopp, Charles Bally, Baudouin de Courtenay, August
Schleicher, Friedrich Schlegel, Jacob Grimm, Carl Brugman, Edward
Sepir, Leonard Bloomfield, Emil Ben—venist , Nikolay Yakovlevich
Marr, Andre Martine, Antoine Maye, Lev Vladimirovich Sherba,
Viktor Vladimirovich Vinogradov, Nikolay Sergeevich Trubetskoli,
Joseph Vandryes, Alexander Alexandrovich Reformatsky, Ivan
Ivanovich Meshchaninov, Joseph Greenberg, William Matezius,
Noam Chomsky and others, the theories created by others are
important directions of world linguistics determined.

1.2. Development history and formation of theoretical
linguistics in Azerbaijan

Azerbaijani linguistics has undergone a great development
during the last two hundred years. After Azerbaijan gained its
independence, complex studies on various fields of linguistics were
continued. There is no field of linguistics that is not touched upon in
Azerbaijani linguistics. In particular, important studies have been
conducted in the field of theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan,
fundamental monographs and textbooks have been written and
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published. The methodological basis of theoretical linguistics in
Azerbaijan is the theoretical ideas about language accepted in world
linguistics until now. A great era of Azerbaijani linguistics is closely
related to the Soviet period. It should be noted that during the Soviet
period, works related to linguistics were mainly written under the
influence of Russian linguistics, and works related to linguistics had
to be quoted from party or ideological leaders. In other words, the
liberality of scientific research was violated during the Soviet era.
After our republic gained independence, important scientific
researches were carried out and are being carried out in Azerbaijan
on the newest directions of world linguistics.

1.2.1. Theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan until the Soviet
era

Khatib Tabrizi, an Azerbaijani thinker who lived in the 11th
century, had studies on stylistics in the Arabic language. The
Azerbaijani philosopher Nasireddin Tusi, who lived and created in
the 13th century, has views on theoretical linguistics, along with
other sciences. It is no coincidence that F. Veysalli shows that the
initial ideas related to the theory of signs in language, that is,
semiotics, belong to the great Azerbaijani philosopher Nasireddin
Tusi. F. Veysalli states that Nasireddin Tusi, who was a few
centuries ahead of many scientists of the West, laid the foundation of
the theory of meaning widely used in semiotics in the 13th
century!. Thus, in the 13th century, Nasiruddin Tusi put forward ideas
about theoretical linguistics. In the Middle Ages, lexicography
developed in Azerbaijan. Thus, Ibn Muhanna, Husameddin Khoyi,
Abu Hayyan, Hindushah Nakhchivani compiled dictionaries during
these periods.

Grammar books and textbooks were printed in the 19th
century. Grammatical theories of that time were widely used in those
grammar books and textbooks. For example, one of the grammar
books of the 19th century is "Fanni-sarfu Nahvi-Turki" by Mirza
Muhammad Afshar. Although this work, which deals with both
morphology and syntax, was written for the purpose of a textbook,

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the main criteria for the classification of parts of speech were given
in that work?.

1.2.1.1. Mirza Kazymbey's theoretical linguistic activity

If we make an excursion into the history of theoretical
linguistics in Azerbaijan so far, we should note that the foundation of
theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan was laid in the work "Grammar
of Turkish-Tatar language™ written by Mirza Kazim-bey in 1839. It is
true, it is often mentioned in various sources that the foundation of
theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan was laid by Bekir Chobanzade's
work "Introduction to Turkic-Tatar Linguistics". However, in the
introductory part of Mirza Kazymbey's work, theoretical ideas about
grammar were put forward. This work was published for the second
time in 1848 under the title "General grammar of the Turkish-Tatar
language”. In both works, the method of comparative and
comparative-historical linguistics was applied, the grammar of
Turkish languages was compared with the grammar of other
languages. In other words, Mirza Kazymbey was the first to touch
upon the aspects of comparative linguistics. “The propositions and
facts presented by M. Kazymbey in the book "General Grammar of
the Turkish-Tatar Language" can be considered a great incentive for
the study of rhetorical figures, which have benefited from
rationalism, functionalism and generativism, including pragmatics
and semantics, in modern linguistics”®. Mirza Kazimbey's theoretical
ideas prove that some of the provisions of cognitive linguistics,
which is now one of the newest directions of linguistics, were put
forward 170 years ago in the work "General grammar of the Turkish-
Tatar language”. Mirza Kazymbey laid the foundation of typology in
Azerbaijani linguistics.

1.2.2.Theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan during the
Soviet period

At the beginning of the 20th century in Azerbaijan, the
establishment of the "Azerbaijani study and research” society had a

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great role in the development of linguistics. That society was
established in 1923 with the great support and leadership of the well-
known socio-political figure, playwright and writer Nariman
Narimanov. The Turkology section was later organized within this
society. At that time, genius linguists such as Nikolay Marr, Nikolay
Ashmarin, Bekir Chobanzade were involved in the linguistic research
conducted by that society. With the support of that society, Nikolay
Ashmar conducted scientific research on the study of Azerbaijani
dialects in the first stages of the Soviet period. In 1926, the holding
of the First Turkological Congress in Baku made a great contribution
to the development of linguistics in Azerbaijan.

1.2.2.1. Bekir Chobanzade's theoretical linguistic activity

The foundations of theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan were
comprehensively laid at the beginning of the 20th century. Thus,
theoretical linguistic issues were discussed in a broad aspect for the
first time in the work of Bekir Chobanzade. In particular, the
problems of theoretical linguistics were discussed in detail in Bekir
Chobanzade's work "Introduction to Turkish-Tatar Linguistics"
written in 1924%. n 1930, Bekir Chobanzadeh wrote together with
Farhad Aghazadeh in his work "Turkish Grammar"”, he commented
on the theoretical ideas of world linguistics related to grammar and
made typological comparisons®.

1.2.2.2. The development of theoretical linguistics since
the middle of the 20th century

In 1956, the well-known dialectologist Abdulla Valiyev
translated Russian linguist Ruben Budagov's book "Essays on
Linguistics” into Azerbaijani ®. Since there was no theoretical
linguistics literature in Azerbaijan for a long time, this work
somewhat filled the "gap™ in our linguistics. Nasir Mammadov,
Agamusa Akhundov, Afad Gurbanov, Musa Adilov, Abulfaz Rajabli,

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Fakhraddin Veysalli, Adil Babayev, Nizami Jafarov, Mubariz
Yusifov and Mehman Musayev wrote textbooks on general or
theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijani linguistics during the Soviet
period and the period of independence. Until now, in the works
written on general linguistics, theoretical linguistics and the history
of linguistics in Azerbaijan, the concepts of world theoretical
linguistics have been analyzed, and the history of theoretical
linguistics has been excursed in the form of a general chronology. It
should be noted that works on general linguistics or theoretical
linguistics published in Azerbaijan during the Soviet period were
mostly influenced by the works of Russian linguists, structural
schemes applied in Russian linguistics were used, and the concepts
of Soviet ideology were followed.

Nasir Mammadov wrote the works "Basics of Linguistics” in
1961, "Introduction to Linguistics” in 1966 (together with Agamusa
Akhundov) and "Theoretical Foundations of Azerbaijani Linguistics"
in 1970. In 1966, Nasir Mammadov and Agamusa Akhundov's work
"Introduction to Linguistics" was one of the few works written in this
field in Azerbaijan. The linguistic map of the world, topics and
methods of linguistics, grammar, linguistic categories sections of that
work were written by Nasir Mammadov, Ferdinand de Saussure's
teaching about language, types of syntagm, typological classification
of languages, division of languages into dialects and literary
language parts were written by Agamusa Akhundov. This book
provides a broad overview of the ancient history of linguistics and
explains the main aspects of theoretical linguistics’. Afad Gurbanov
was the author of one of the general linguistic works in Azerbaijani
linguistics. A. Gurbanov's work "General Linguistics” published in
1977 also helped to fill the "gap in this field at that time®. Aghamusa
Akhundov also had exceptional services in writing theoretical
linguistics books in Azerbaijan. The scientist's first book in this field
is the aforementioned textbook together with Nasir Mammadov. In

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1979 and 1988, the book "General Linguistics™ was published by
him®.

One of the valuable works published in the field of theoretical
linguistics in Azerbaijan so far is the book "Linguistics problems"
published jointly by M. Adilov, Z. Verdiyeva and F. Aghayeva. That
book was first published in 1982. Here, the authors have provided
detailed information on the methodological foundations of theoretical
linguistics, modern trends in foreign linguistics, generative grammar,
semiotics, functional linguistics, language sign, typological
classification of languages, classification of language universals,
sociological linguistics, psycholinguistics, paralinguistics. That book
was republished in 2019%°. One of the advantages of this book is that
it contains extensive information about psycholinguistics,
paralinguistics, generative grammar, which are the newest fields of
world theoretical linguistics.

Chapter Il of the dissertation is called ""Actual issues of
theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan during the period of
independence™'.

2.1.Works on theoretical linguistics in the period of
independence in Azerbaijan

Adil Babayev's services in the field of theoretical linguistics
in Azerbaijan during the period of independence should be highly
appreciated. The work "Introduction to Linguistics”, published in
1992 and 2012, which appeared as a result of Adil Babayev's 30-year
experience, provided information about the science of linguistics and
its various problems, the emergence and development of linguistics,
and linguistic schools!!. One of the scientists serving in the field of
theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan is Abulfaz Rajabli. His "History
of Linguistics" was published in 1988 and was revised and published
in two volumes in 2006 and 2007. The scientist's works "Linguistic
views of Ferdinand de Saussure”, "Theoretical linguistics”,

The emergence of linguistics in the two-part
work "History of Linguistics” by A. Rajabli, linguistics in the 17th-
18th centuries, the emergence of comparative linguistics in the 19th
century, Wilhelm von Humboldt, philosophy of language, young
grammarians, Moscow school of linguistics, Kazan school of
linguistics, Ferdinand de Saussure, sociological linguistics,
structuralism , the history of theoretical linguistics was analyzed
under the headings of modern linguistic trends, decoding of forgotten
languages and writings, Soviet linguistics, and Azerbaijani
linguistics2.

Mubariz Yusifov's work "Linguistic Typology" published in
2017 belongs to the series of textbooks written in this field. In that
work, the theories about the emergence of world languages, the
origin of world languages, fundamental schools of linguistics, the
theory of the great language, common signs in world languages are
widely covered®®. The book "General Linguistics" published by
Nizami Jafarov in 2020 is one of the textbooks dedicated to
theoretical linguistics. In this book, the theories of linguistics are
analyzed in a very broad aspect!*. Although this book was written
for the purpose of a textbook, it is distinguished by its unique style
and analytical analysis.

Fakhreddin Veysalli's works "Fundamentals of Structural
Linguistics”, "Fundamentals of Linguistics”, "Introduction to

In general, in the interpretation of various theoretical
linguistic problems during the period of independence, Agamusa
Akhundov, Abulfaz Rajabli, Fakhraddin Veysalli, Mubariz Yusifov,
Mehman Musayev, Nizami Jafarov, Azad Mammadov, Aslan
Mammadli, Afgan Abdullayev, Ilham Tahirov, Mayil Askerov,
Habib Zarbaliyev, Fikret Jahangirov, Aytan Hajiyeva our productive
scientists have said their words. During the period of independence,
many classic examples of world theoretical linguistics were
translated into Azerbaijani. Among these translations, "Ferdinand de
Saussure” translated into Azerbaijani by N. Jafarov. "General
Linguistics Course”, translated by Fakhreddin Veysalli, "N.S.
Trubetskoy. "Basics of Phonology", translated by G. Jafarov, H.
Rahimov and R. Jabbarov, "Emil Benveniste. General linguistic
problems”, translated by A. Mammadov, "N.A. Chomsky. Language
and thinking" and other works can be cited as examples.

The second sub-chapter of Chapter Il is called ""Application
of Functional Grammar and Semantic Field Theory"'.

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research in this direction in modern Azerbaijani linguistics. During
the years of independence, the 4-volume "Functional Grammar of the
Azerbaijani Language" was published at the Linguistics Institute
named after Nasimi. The author of the first volume of that 4-volume
work is Fakhreddin Veysalli. This book is called "Functional
grammar of the Azerbaijani language: Phonemics and morphemics".
Issues such as the emergence of phoneme teaching, the first
phonology of the Azerbaijani language, the phoneme composition of
the Azerbaijani language, the characteristics of the phoneme system
of the Azerbaijani language, applied phonology, morphemics, and
the description of morphemes in exponential and semantic terms
have been deeply investigated here!’. In the second volume entitled
"Functional grammar of the Azerbaijani language: new views on
morphology and lexematics” published in 2014 with the joint
authorship of Mehman Musaoglu and Gudrat Jafarov, a number of
topical issues of the morphology of the Azerbaijani language are
involved in functional-morphematic analysis. ' 1lham Tahirov's
doctoral dissertation was devoted to temporality in a comparative
manner in the Azerbaijani and English languages *° . In the
monograph "Tense forms, adverbial verb forms and functional-
semantic relations between them" by Mayil Asgarov, the principles
of functional grammar were applied against the background of
comparison of non-degradable forms of the verb?®. In the book
"Functional Grammar of the Azerbaijani Language" published by
Mehman Musaoglu and Gudrat Jafarov, under the title "Semantic
System of Place Names" the semantic features of words denoting
place are given?!. Sarkhan Abdullayev's 1998 monograph entitled

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"The category of negation in modern German and Azerbaijani
languages" discussed the functional-semantic field of the category of
negation in the language??. One of the best research works dedicated
to the semantic field in Azerbaijani linguistics is Mammadali
Novruzov's doctoral dissertation entitled "Expression of the concept
of quantity in language”. In this research work, detailed information
is given about the concept of quantity and number system,
morphological method of quantity concept, lexical method of
quantity concept, binary form?®. In this doctoral dissertation, M.
Novruzov skilfully used typological comparisons to define a whole
semantic system of language units expressing the concept of
quantity.

2.2. Issues of text linguistics

Text linguistics emerged as a new branch of syntax in the
20th century. In the period of independence, there are valuable
studies of Kemal Abdullayev, Gazanfar Kazimov, Afgan
Abdullayev, Azad Mammadov, Ganira Beyzade, Nurida Novruzova,
Mehman Musayev in this field in Azerbaijani linguistics. Text
linguistics studies the mechanism of the text's cognitive, i.e., logical-
cognitive and psychological structure. Kamal Abdullayev's works
"Theoretical problems of the syntax of the Azerbaijani language”,
"Complex syntactic entities in the Azerbaijani language" (co-author)
can be considered the most valuable works written in the field of text
linguistics. K.Abdullayev's work entitled "Theoretical Problems of
Azerbaijani Language Syntax" deals with the concept of
actualization of the sentence, actualization through word order,
actualization by formal grammatical means, prosodic actualization,
perspectives of actualization of the Azerbaijani language sentence. In
his work, the scientist shows that the actual organization of the
written language and the actual organization of the spoken language

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differ from each other?*. Mehman Musayev's research on the
theoretical issues of text syntax in Azerbaijani linguistics is also very
valuable. Thus, in his works "Complex syntactic entities in the
Azerbaijani language” (co-author), "Complex sentence syntax in
Turkish literary languages”, the actual problems and theoretical
aspects of text linguistics were analyzed?®.

Afgan Abdullayev is one of the scientists who consistently
deals with the theoretical problems of text syntax in Azerbaijani
linguistics. A. Abdullayev's doctoral dissertation is dedicated to this
topic. In his work "Actual subjunctive and text" published in 1998,
issues of topical subjunctive and its place in the language system,
possibilities of text creation of actual subjunctive were explained?®.
Nurida Novruzova is the author of many studies on the problems of
text syntax in Turkish languages. In his monograph "Text Syntax"
published in 2002, theoretical aspects of text construction based on
examples of Turkic languages were discussed?’. Thus, the works
analyzed above show that in the years of independence, quite
successful researches were conducted on the theoretical foundations
of textual linguistics in Azerbaijan. True, it cannot be said that all
theoretical problems of text linguistics in Azerbaijan have been
completely solved. However, in terms of a general approach, the
most urgent problems of text linguistics have been studied in
Azerbaijani linguistics.

2.3.Studies on Nostratic linguistics

Noster, nostras, nostratis used in linguistics is a word of
Latin origin and means "our". The main essence of this theory is that
all languages in the world are formed from the same root. In recent
times, the Nostratic concept has been most developed in American
linguistics.

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Gazanfar Kazimov spoke extensively about the essence of this
concept in his work "History of the Azerbaijani language" (from the
earliest times to the 13th century). In this work, the scientist refers to
the works and ideas of A. Trobbetti, V. M. Illich-Svitich, N. D.
Andreyev?. Baba Muharramli, who wrote a monograph entitled
"Homogenous Words in World Languages"”, compared the word
roots of nearly three hundred languages?®. Etibar Inanj has benefited
from the main principles of Nostratic theory while restoring the
archetypes of cognate word roots in various systematic languages.
He has many articles in this field3®. Teyyub Guliyev, who
conducts research in this field, comes from the idea of
monogenesis, which supports the idea that the languages of the
world originate from the same root3!. Thus, in the period of
independence, Azerbaijani linguistics has already gained quite a lot
of experience in the field of research on Nostratic linguistics, and
Azerbaijani linguists have made their contribution to the field of
Nostratic linguistics, which is relatively new in the world theoretical
linguistics and is sometimes accepted with great hesitation, causing
controversy

2.4.1ssues of typological linguistics

During the period of independence, significant researches
were conducted in the works of Musa Adilov, Abulfaz Rajabli,
Mubariz Yusifov, Sarkhan Abdullayev, Aslan Mammadli, Habib
Zarbaliyev, Fikret Jahangirov, Dunyamin Yunusov, Ayten Hajiyeva,
Ilham Tahirov and other scholars in Azerbaijani linguistics. In
Sarkhan Abdullayev's work "The category of negation in modern
German and Azerbaijani languages” published in 1998, the category

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of negation in German and Azerbaijani languages was compared
from the point of view of semantic field and functional grammar®,
One of the advantages of this work is that the negation category is
studied from the aspect of universal semantic field in two
typologically different languages. During the period of
independence, the Azerbaijani language and the English language
were mostly involved in typological comparisons. The main reason
for this is that in the era of globalization, English is the leading
language in the world. Ilham Tahirov's monograph "Tense category
in Azerbaijani and English languages” can be considered one of the
most valuable works written in the comparative-typological direction
in Azerbaijan during the period of independence®®. One of the works
written in this direction in Azerbaijani linguistics is Bahar Jafarova's
monograph entitled "The system of verb tenses in English and
Azerbaijani languages"4. In this monograph, the tense category of
the verb in the English and Azerbaijani languages is compared with
the method of contrast-conjugation. The author determined that
analytical elements play an important role in the creation of tense
forms in English, unlike in Azerbaijani.

One of the studies carried out in this field is the monograph
"Structural-semantic study of modality in English and Azerbaijani
languages" written by Fikret Jahangirov in 2005%. Fikret Jahangirov
summarized the analogical and differential aspects of the means of
expression of modality in English and Azerbaijani languages, and
was able to clarify the universal aspects of the category of modality.
In this monograph, the role and functions of linguistic factors related
to modality in English and Azerbaijani languages have been
thoroughly investigated, and their semantic-stylistic nuances have

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been determined in a comparative manner. In his monograph
"Typological Linguistics" published in 2010, Abulfaz Rajabli talked
about the concept of language type, the history of typological studies,
and the issues of typological classification of languages®. In the first
chapter of Habib Zarbaliyev's monograph "Numbers in Austronesian
languages" published in 2015, the comparative typology of numbers
in different Austronesian languages was discussed. In that
monograph, the issues of homosemy of numbers, structure of
numbers, ratio in languages with different systems were interpreted
on the basis of typological comparisons®’. In Mubariz Yusifov's
textbook "Linguistic typology (interlingual common and thinking
typology)" published in 2017, the idea of the homogeneity of the
world's languages was criticized and various theories about the origin
of language were analyzed®. During the period of independence,
Aslan Mammadli made special contributions to the development of
Azerbaijani theoretical linguistics. He is one of the scientists who
developed the theory of phraseology in Azerbaijan. Aslan
Mammadli's monograph "Comparative analysis of phraseology of
Russian and Azerbaijani languages™ written in Russian and published
in 2022 is based on the typological interpretation of the
phraseological system of the mentioned languages®®. A. Mammadli
compared the phraseological system of both languages and revealed
their universal essence.

2.5. Studies in comparative-historical linguistics

In the period of independence, there are valuable studies by
Mubariz  Yusifov, Habib Zarbaliyev, Hasan Guliyev, Baba
Maharramli, Zemfira Aliyeva, Aynel Mashadiyeva and others in the
direction of comparative-historical linguistics in Azerbaijani
linguistics. One of the most perfect works written in this direction in
Azerbaijani linguistics is Mubariz Yusifov's work "Comparative

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phonetics of the Turkic languages of the Oghuz group™.In that work,
the phonetics of the Turkic languages of the Oghuz group, that is,
Azerbaijani, Turkish, Turkmen, and Gagauz languages, were
analyzed using a comparative-historical method*°. In the second
chapter of his monograph entitled "Numbers in Austronesian
languages” published in 2015, Habib Zarbaliyev reconstructed the
numbers in languages related to Austronesian languages*'. Zemfira
Aliyeva reviewed the lexical-semantic development of adjective
roots based on the materials of Turkish languages in her monograph
"Adjective in Turkish languages”, followed the structural
development of adjective roots, determined the common and
different aspects of adjective roots in various Turkish languages, and
restored their original proforms*. Aynel Mashadiyeva's monograph
"The system of verb participle forms of the verb in Turkish
languages (in a comparative-historical aspect)” published in 2016 is
dedicated to the comparative-historical analysis of the system of verb
participle forms in modern Turkish languages and their dialects®.

Chapter I11 of the dissertation is called "The newest fields of
theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan during the period of
independence and their development prospects".

3.1.Cognitive linguistics

Cognitive linguistics is one of the newest directions of world
linguistics. In the 19th century, language was approached
philosophically and psychologically. As a result, on the basis of this
base, starting from the 60s of the 20th century, cognitive linguistics
was born in world linguistics. The formation of experimental
psychology in the 19th century had an important influence on the
creation of this field of linguistics. In world linguistics, L. Talmi, J.

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Lakoff, M. Minsky and C. Fillmore have important theoretical
propositions in the field of cognitive linguistics. In modern
Azerbaijani linguistics, Afgan Abdullayev, Azad Mammadov,
Fakhraddin Veysalli, Mehman Musayev have researches in this field.
In the book "Fundamentals of Cognitive Linguistics™ published by
Afgan Abdullayev in 2006, the main concepts and terms related to
this field of linguistics are explained, the essence of these terms is
explained*. This book can be highly regarded as the first work
written in the field of cognitive linguistics in Azerbaijan. However,
in addition to its positive qualities, this book also has its
shortcomings. Thus, comprehensive, detailed information about
cognitive linguistics is not provided here. A.Abdullayev's book deals
more with text syntax, grammatical semantics, and discourse aspects
than cognitive linguistics . The book "Cognitive Aspects of
Discourse Analysis"*® published in 2010 with the joint authorship of
A. Mammadov and M. Mammadov can be considered one of the
most valuable works dedicated to the essence, theoretical and
methodological foundations of cognitive linguistics in Azerbaijani
linguistics. In his 2015 monograph entitled "Cognitive Linguistics:
Basic Concepts and Perspectives”, F. Veysalli spoke about the
general theoretical issues of cognitive linguistics in a simple way*'.
This book does not provide much information about cognitive
linguistics. Of course, cognitive linguistics is such a field that it
cannot be said that all problems in this field have been solved. Like
psycholinguistics, cognitive linguistics is a very new field in
Azerbaijani linguistics, and fundamental research is still needed in
these fields.

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3.2. Psycholinguistics

The term psycholinguistics was first used by the American
linguist H. Pronko in his work "Language and Psycholinguistics"”
published in the USA in 1946, In world linguistics, the theoretical
ideas of scientists such as C. Osgood, L. V. Sherba, L. S. Vygotsky,
R. M. Frumkina, A. R. Luria, L. Bloomfield, B. de Courtenay, A. A.
Leontyev and N. Chomsky played an important role in the
development of psycholinguistics. There are valuable studies of
Mayil Askerov, Leyla Khanbutayeva, Aytan Hajiyeva, Konul
Habibova and Zulfiya Musavi in the field of psycholinguistics in
Azerbaijani linguistics. In  Ayten Hajiyeva's monograph "The
problem of typological modification in linguistic typology"
published in 2008, in the section entitled "Typological modifications
- in the aspect of language type characterization (the analysis
experience of the problem at the level of language evolution and
language relations and the evaluation of the issue in the
psycholinguistic aspect™), the typological changes observed in the
languages of the world from the psycholinguistic aspect is
interpreted *° . Mayil Asgarov clarified the methodological and
theoretical issues of psycholinguistics in his monographs "Linguo-
psychology or the psychology of language™*® published in 2011 and
"Linguo-psychological unity theory">! published in 2015. He put
forward a new theory - the theory of linguistic-psychological unity,
reflecting the methodology of language perception in the form of
intellectual images. This theory of M. Askerov interprets the
mechanism of understanding speech and speech, word and form. M.
Asgarov writes that "the words of the language are understood in the

form of intellectual images"?. In Leyla Khanbutayeva's monograph
"The place of syntactic units in the theory of the speech act"
published in 2018, the creation of the speech act process was
extensively analyzed from a psycholinguistic point of view >3,
Psycholinguistic problems that appear in children learning a foreign
language have been studied in Zulfiyya Musavi's research. In his
work "Psycholinguistics: children's acquisition of foreign languages”,
a scientific interpretation of the psycholinguistic features that appear
during children's acquisition of a foreign language is given®,

3.3.Neurolinguistics

Neurolinguistics is a new field of science that is related to
psychology and linguistics. This field of science studies the brain
mechanisms of speech activity, the changes that occur in the speech
process under the influence of brain damage®. Neurolinguistics is a
very young field in Azerbaijani linguistics. However, despite this,
quite successful researches have already been conducted in the field
of neurolinguistics in Azerbaijani linguistics. In the years of
independence, dissertations were defended and monographs
published in Azerbaijani linguistics in this direction. Gulmira
Sadiyeva's work entitled "Aphasia: neurolinguistic research” written
in 1999 is the first work dedicated to neurolinguistics in Azerbaijan.
In this work, the history of the problem of aphasia, the violation of
the syntagmatic and paradigmatic foundations of speech during
aphasia, and the linguistic characteristics of speech disorders during
aphasia were studied®®. In her monograph, G. Sadiyeva clarified the
issues of violation of the syntagmatic and paradigmatic foundations
of speech during aphasia. In A. Rajabli's work "Theoretical

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Linguistics” the essence and main aspects of neurolinguistics were
discussed in detail under the heading "Neurolinguistics™®’. One of the
researches carried out in this field in Azerbaijan is the doctoral
dissertation of Heydar Eminli entitled "Neurolinguistic analysis of
the process of speech generation and development™ defended in
2008. In that dissertation, the main aspects of neurolinguistic issues
were considered, and the neurolinguistic features of speech were
extensively analyzed®®,
3.4.Sociolinguistics

In linguistics, the term sociolinguistics was first used in 1939
by Thomas Hodson in his article "Sociolinguistics in India" *.
Various works, monographs, and textbooks dedicated to
sociolinguistics were written in Azerbaijani linguistics during the
period of independence. One of them is the work "Sociolinguistics"
by Abulfaz Rajabli. Speaking about the problems of sociolinguistics,
A. Rajabli mentions the following: "the problem of language
variation, bilingualism and diglossia, typology of language
situations, language policy and language construction, language
planning, theory and practice of the development of literary
languages"®. The study of language relations is one of the main
objects of modern sociolinguistic research. Rasim Heydarov's
monograph "The role of language relations in the development of
languages” can be considered one of the best works written in this
direction in Azerbaijani linguistics. In this work, a broad
interpretation of the phenomena of blingism and diglossia resulting
from language relations is given. R. Heydarov comes to the
conclusion that "The union of languages is the result of convergent
relations. Along with convergent relations, divergent relations also

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occur in the language”®®. Jahid Kazimoglu's research is also in the
field of sociolinguistics. In his article "Language policy and language
situation as a subject of sociolinguistics” it is noted that "language
policy and language situation are the central system-forming
concepts of sociolinguistic science®?. As it can be seen, a certain
level of research has been conducted in Azerbaijan in the direction of
sociolinguistics. However, during the period of independence, the
research conducted in the direction of sociolinguistics in Azerbaijani
linguistics cannot be considered satisfactory. Many actual problems
of this field of linguistics are still waiting to be solved.
3.5.Mathematical linguistics

So far, the issues of mathematical linguistics have been
touched upon in the works written by Agamusa Akhundov, Mubariz
Yusifov, Fakhreddin Veysalli, Adil Babayev and Dunyamin
Yunusov on general linguistics in Azerbaijani linguistics. A
monograph entitled "Mathematical Linguistics” was written by A.
Akhundov®. He writes in his article "On some features of the
application of structural and mathematical linguistics methods to
Turkish languages™ that “we have no doubt that before applying and
applying mathematical linguistics methods to individual languages or
language groups, it is necessary to take into account the features of
these languages” ®. One of the most used methods in world
linguistics in recent times is the statistical method, which is based on
mathematical laws. A. Akhundov in the book "General Linguistics"
"Mathematical methods in the study of language. Mathematical
logic, set theory and linguistics. Statistical methods in the study of
language. He talked about the application of mathematical methods

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to linguistics under the title "probability theory and linguistics”®. In
the work "Introduction to Linguistics” authored by Adil Babayev, the
section entitled "Relationship of Linguistics with Mathematics"
discussed the integration of linguistics and mathematical sciences. A.
Babayev draws attention to the important effect of the application of
the theory of sets and the theory of probabilities in linguistics®. The
main aspects of mathematical linguistics were touched upon in the
work "Introduction to German linguistics” by F. Veysalli (Yadigar).
F. Veysalli notes that "using mathematical calculations, it is possible
to determine the regularities in the language, the frequency of
processing and the degree of change of language units, as well as the
limits of options"®’. During the years of independence, various
frequency dictionaries were published in connection with the
development of mathematical linguistics in Azerbaijan.

3.6. Computer linguistics

Computer linguistics originated in the USA in the 1950s. Until
now, there are studies of Valeri Pines, Vugar Sultanzade, Masud
Mahmudov, Kamila Valiyeva in this field in Azerbaijani linguistics.
Currently, the Department of Computer Linguistics is operating at
Nasimi Institute of Linguistics of ANAS. Masud Mahmudov's
doctoral dissertation is entitled "Automatic Processing System of
Azerbaijani Texts"®. In his monograph "Computer Linguistics",
Masud Mahmudov talked about the issues of national corpus,
computer lexicography, formal description of the text. M.
Mahmudov divides the text into several structures: surface syntactic
structure and deep syntactic structure, and finally, semantic
structure®®. Kamila Valiyeva is one of the scientists who conducted
fruitful research in the field of computer linguistics in Azerbaijan
during the period of independence. In the monograph "Automatic

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syntactic analysis and synthesis of text" by K. Valiyeva, the
automatic analysis of the text language, which is one of the main
issues of computer linguistics, is given. K. Valiyeva's monograph
"Introduction to Computer Linguistics™ describes the history of the
development of computer linguistics, the application of mathematical
methods in computer linguistics, cybernetics and language, machine
translation problems, the problems of teaching languages by
computer, and the problems of word synthesis in the Azerbaijani
language’®.

The scientific results of the research conducted in the
"Conclusion™ part of the dissertation are summarized:

1. The history of theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan can be
divided into the following periods:

I) Theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan until the Soviet era;

I1) Theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan during the Soviet
period;

[11) Theoretical linguistics in the period of independence in
Azerbaijan;

2. In the period of independence, the scientific-theoretical and
methodological foundations of Azerbaijani linguistics are made up of
traditionally formed provisions and the newest concepts in world
linguistics.

3. In the period of independence, a full foundation for the
development of theoretical linguistics was created in Azerbaijan. If
during the Soviet period Azerbaijani theoretical linguistics was
mainly built according to the development models of Russian
linguistics and mostly referred to Russian linguists, and science was
subordinated to the Soviet ideology, in the period of independence it
developed directly according to the concepts of world theoretical
linguistic schools, mostly European and American linguistic schools.

4. Some directions of modern Azerbaijani theoretical
linguistics are prioritized: psycholinguistics, sociolinguistics,
cognitive linguistics, computer linguistics, mathematical linguistics,

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etc. In recent years, one of the main theoretical directions of
linguistics in world linguistics is psycholinguistics, and in connection
with this field, the theory of linguistic-psychological unity has been
created in Azerbaijani linguistics. The creation of a new theory in the
field of psycholinguistics proves that the newest directions of world
linguistics are already being successfully developed in Azerbaijani
linguistics. There is a need for new research in Azerbaijani
linguistics in the direction of cognitive linguistics, which is one of
the newest directions of world linguistics.

5. One of the main problems of modern Azerbaijani theoretical
and applied linguistics is the creation of the national corpus of the
Azerbaijani language. That is, the development of corpus linguistics
is considered one of the most priority issues. Unfortunately, although
some work has been done in this field, the creation of the national
corpus of the Azerbaijani language has not been fully completed. In
order to create the national corpus of the Azerbaijani language, first
of all, its theoretical principles and structural-methodological
foundations should be prepared.

6. A certain "gap" is observed in the research conducted in the
fields of neurolinguistics and sociolinguistics in Azerbaijani
linguistics. The development of these fields will ensure the
multidisciplinary integration of medicine and linguistics, psychology
and linguistics, sociology and linguistics in the future.

7. One of the main issues of modern Azerbaijani linguistics is
to increase the intensity of research in the fields of linguistics and
ethnolinguistics. In particular, linguculturalology is considered one
of the main theoretical directions of modern world linguistics. In
Azerbaijani theoretical linguistics, there is a great need to develop a
number of new linguistic fields, for example, non-verbal linguistics,
that is, paralinguistics and pragmalinguistics.

8. The application of the latest achievements of world
theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijani linguistics and the acceleration
of the degree of development strengthens the integration of
Azerbaijani science into world science in the globalized world.
During the period of independence, the development models of
theoretical linguistics in Azerbaijan were built according to the latest
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concepts of world linguistics. Due to the fact that we live in the era
of high technologies, fertile conditions have been created for the
application of modern linguistic technologies to Azerbaijani
linguistics.

9. During the period of independence, the newest directions of
Azerbaijani theoretical linguistics were developed in ethnocultural,
sociolinguistic, and cognitive psychology aspects based on the
requirements of the globalization period and the latest achievements
of world linguistics. In theoretical linguistics, interest in the study of
more speech and text has increased, and the intensity of typological
research has increased.

10. In recent times, the development of computer technologies
and artificial intelligence allows to explain the mechanism of
language and speech formation with the laws of logic and
mathematics. Expressing language facts with mathematical formulas
requires looking at language units from a new perspective. Unlike
traditional linguistics, modern world linguistics approaches linguistic
studies with the laws of psychology and logic, ethnocultural studies.
According to these principles, modern Azerbaijani theoretical
linguistics is based mostly on psychological, ethnocultural and
logical-mathematical models of language and speec.

11. Our research provides an opportunity to systematize,
generalize and analyze the main concepts of world theoretical
linguistics in the context of Azerbaijani linguistics.
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
